friendship and mentorship that would
last a lifetime.

Ngawang is an Amzhi, meaning
“healer,” in the country of Nepal,
also meaning he is a highly regarded
official there. Healer is not the same
as a doctor in this sense (although
Ngawang does have a medical de-

crrum

gree). In this case, it is a healer of the
spirit, heart and mind.

Vance, Ngawang, and Jenna Swann
(co-producer of the film) traveled an
18,000-foot pass in the Himalayan
Mountains when they found them-
selves stuck in a blizzard. It was dur-
ing this fearsome travel that the three
bonded in a way Vance says she can
hardly explain.

Ngawang came to America and
taught on Himalayan culture at Virgin-
ia Tech as a travelling professor. He
stayed with Vance during his travels. It
was during this time that Vance asked
a question that can only be regarded as
bold. She formally asked to paint his
lineage painting.

A lineage painting is not necessar-
ily regarded as a portrait. It is a visual
genealogical record of a person in
Tibetan history that places him with
his other teachers. “You never just say
‘look at this super learned person,” you
also see his teachers. It tells where his
wisdom and knowledge came from,”
as Vance described it.

Vance is not only the first West-
erner to paint a lineage painting of this
magnitude, but also the first woman.
However, Vance was not worried.
“The tradition is the friendliest to fe-
males. There were always enlightened
leader females in old and current sto-
ries, called Dakini. I was sure of my
learning. I had worked for 25 years in
this field and I knew Tsampa would
have let me know if I was

Wendell Berry — farmer, ecologist, author —

is featured speaker for Southern Draft Animal Days

Wendell Berry is an icon to multi-
tudes...a friend to many...and a per-
sonal hero of this writer. He has been
a leader through every incarnation of
movement to save our planet starting
with the Ecology Faction of decades
past, to the Sustainability Now groups
of today.

He was born on August 5, 1934, in
Henry County, Kentucky. He was the
oldest of four children born to John
and Virginia Berry. His father was a
lawyer and tobacco farmer, and his
parents were the fifth generation to
farm that area.

He attended Millersburg Military
Institute in his youth, and earned
his B.A. and M. A. in English at the
University of Kentucky. He was
selected as a Wallace Stegner Fellow
in 1958, and studied under Stegner
at Stanford University with Ernest J.
Gaines, author of The Autobiography
of Miss Jane Pittman and A Lesson
Before Dyng, and Ken Kesey, Merry
Prankster, and author of The Electric
Kool-Aid Acid Test.

Nathan Coulter, Berry's first novel
and the world’s introduction to his
fictional community of Port William,

Kentucky, was published in 1960. A
1961 Guggenheim Foundation Fel-
lowship enabled him to take his family
with him to France and Italy.

For a time, he taught English at
NYU in the Bronx, then moved on to
the University of Kentucky, where he
taught Creative Writing for two eras
of time, totaling almost twenty years.
He recently removed his collection of
personal papers from the University
after the institution accepted funds
and support from Alliance Coal. The
Kentucky Historical Society will be
the new caretaker of his collection.

Wendell Berry is a prolific author,
with over fifty published works in the
last half-century, including books of
poetry, volumes of essays, novels, and
short story collections. A repeated
theme through his works emphasizes
the individual maintaining a sense of
solidarity with his or her community,
and a sense of responsibility for it.
His work The Unsettling of America,
Culture and Agriculture, published
by the Sierra Club in 1977, became a
kind of handbook of common sense
for those involved in ecological ef-
forts.

Today, he continues to write from
his farm home of 45 years; Lane’s
Landing, near Port Royal, Kentucky.

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Ecology on the hoot comes to Ferrum

The VERY big horses started
arriving at Ferrum on Friday, Sept.
17. And when [ say VERY ...l mean
it. It doesn’t matter what you call
them, draft, draught, dray, or heavy
horse...they are BIG. They are tall,
with an often overstated muscular
build. They have been bred for hard,
heavy work, to be temperamentally
docile, and have a great deal
of patience for work that often
consists of long periods of waiting,

followed by periods of intense labor.
Surprisingly, they share their common
ancestor with the Shetland pony.

The Destrier horse, of the days when
knights were bold, is the beginning of
their lines. Bred to carry knights in
their heavy armor, they were actually
smaller than the draft horses of today.
The beautiful Percheron is considered
the closest living example to that early
breed.

You probably are familiar with
some of the other examples, at least
by name...some by beer. There
are the Clydesdales from Scotland;

the Percherons from France; the
Shires from England; the American
Cream Draft from the U.S.A.; and

the Belgians...from Belgium, of
course. A Shire from the 19" Century
still holds the record size, at 21.25
hands (7 feet, 2 ¥ inches) high at

the withers, or shoulder, and 3,300
pounds. The target average for most
today is 2,000 pounds.

Event organizer, Jason Rutledge,
president of the Healing Harvest
Forest Foundation, brought the event
to Ferrum to promote the idea that
“Anything you can attach to a tractor,

you can hitch to a draft animal such as
a horse, mule, or yoke of oxen, often
with better results.”

Horse-powered technology was
utilized to demonstrate farming and
logging techniques conducted in a
nature-friendly, non-mechanized
way. The event showcased the new
“Country Technology,” utilizing horse
power to wash clothes, pump water,
split kindling, saw lumber, and best
of all...to make some very good ice
cream.
